A. Paragraph 2.1 –  BID SUBMISSION

a. Bids will be received electronically through e-Builder on or before the closing date and time in the Advertisement for Bids.  Bids submitted in hard copy and not electronically will not be accepted.

b. Original bid submitted through e-Builder signed and under seal, executed, and dated will be submitted to the Owner in hard copy by the 3 lowest bidders within 24 hours of the electronic bid submission.  Bids not received within the 24 hours will be deemed non-responsive.

c. Submit the following Original Bid documents within 24 hours of electronic bid submission:  Documents 00 41 00 - Bid Form, 00 43 36 - Subcontractors Exceeding 5 Percent Listing,        00 45 19 - Form of Non-Collusive Affidavit, Contractors Statutory Affidavit, Project Workforce Checklist, Bid Bond and Certificate of Eligibility of Bidder Preference from the State of Nevada Contractors Board.

d. Certified check in the sum no less than five percent (5%) will be accepted if a copy of the certified check is scanned into e-Builder with the bid and then delivered to the Contract Procurement and Compliance Department within 1 hour of the bid opening.  If said certified check is not scanned or delivered the bid will be deemed non-responsive.

Specific data substantiating a request for a substitution or an “or equal” item must be submitted to the PM no later than seven (7) days after award of contract (Section 3 of NRS 338.140).  An “or equal” submission will not be used as a basis for bid.

Paragraph 5.5 – SUBCONTRACTOR PAYMENT AND PERFORMANCE BONDS 
1.
Payment and Performance Bonds.  Subcontractors whose contract exceeds $250,000 must provide to the General Contractor Performance and Payment Bonds each in the amount of 100% of their contract sum for their assigned portion of work.  Bonds must be issued from a surety licensed to do business in the State of Nevada, an A.M. Best rating of at least A- or above, and listed in the Federal Register as an acceptable Surety for Federal Bonds with a single bond underwriting limit adequate to cover the subcontractor’s contract amount.

Paragraph 6.1 – Paragraph 6.1 – SUBMISSION PROCEDURE:

1. Bidders shall be solely responsible for the delivery of their bids in the manner and time prescribed.

2. General Contractors must submit proof of a subcontractor’s one time license limit increase at the time bid opening.

1. No persons, firm or corporation shall be allowed to make or file or be interested in a prime bid for the same work if he has also submitted a sub-proposal to another prime bidder. A person, firm or corporation that has submitted a sub-proposal to a bidder is not hereby disqualified from submitting a sub-proposal or quoting bid prices to other bidders.

2. Bids that are unsigned, improperly signed or sealed, conditional, illegible, obscure, contain arithmetical errors, erasures, alterations, or irregularities of any kind may, at the discretion of the Owner, be declared unacceptable.

3. Bid Forms, appendices, and enclosures, improperly prepared may, at the discretion of the Owner, be declared unacceptable.
4. Failure to provide security deposit or bid bond will invalidate the bid.

5. Bids submitted by Contractors who did not attend the Mandatory Pre-Bid Conference shall be rejected and returned unopened.
6. In accordance with NRS 338.144, bidders who fail to provide Document 00 43 36 at time of Bid, and 00 43 36A within the required time limit will be deemed not-responsive.

7. Bidders who fail to provide Document 00 43 36B - Expanded Subcontractors Listing within the required time limit may be deemed non-responsive.
